Application to host Midget Provincials

Per Kal  all emails received were of a positive nature. Application has been sent in to host the Provincial. 

Request for Ringette Ice Time

All ringette has been cancelled for the year due to low numbers. There is sufficient money available to apply to all ringette ice time as extra ice time for Squamish Minor Hockey. Any remaining ice can be used towards clinics etc.  

Chevrolet Fun and Safe Proposal  

Bev is the Initiation Coordinator. She and Simon Hudson will take on the task of arranging this. 

Unfilled Positions 

 As of September 1st, the positions of Treasurer and Secretary are vacant due to the move of Tom and Joanne Sloan. There is also still one vacant position for a Director. At this point no one has applied for any of the open positions. A question exists as well as to whether the position of Ice Scheduler should also be part of the executive. Each member is asked to solicit in order to attempt to fill the open positions. Tom Sloan also brought up the issue that there needs to be a secondary signing authority on cheques beyong the positions of Treasurer and President. Ron Sander felt that the secondary signing authority should be held by Joe Webber as Vice President.  It was also suggested that Paula Andreff have signing authority A motion was put forward by Ron to have Joe Webber as secondary signing authority with Paula Andreef as a 3rd. It was seconded by Kal Kaila and moved by Tom Sloan. Tom will arrange to have Job Webber come into the bank and sign all required documents this week. 

A motion was also moved by Ron Sander to have the vacant position of Director filled by Simon Hudson who is currently attending the Executive Meetings as a guest. It was seconded by Job Webber and Simon has accepted the position. 

Goalie Clinic – Costs 

We currently have $1500 available from the Lottery fund towards the goalie clinic. At this point, the clinic is filled to capacity. 

Requests for Aid

There have been 3 written requests for aid from players unable to afford the costs of minor hockey. Prior to discussing the aid requests, Ron Sander first brought forwards that he felt everyone should know the current parameters placed on Aid requests. The Squamish Knights fund which covers aid requests deems that all children should have the opportunity to play hockey at a recreational level. This means that players requesting aid should be contacted and made aware that if they are okayed for their aid request, that it is at a recreational, not a rep level of play. The additional costs demanded by rep players are high and the Squamish Knights cover only the cost of house registration. 

Player One is a Novice level  with a single Mom who is requesting half the cost of registration as she has resources to cover the remaining half. Tom Sloan motioned to accept. Geordie Elson seconded the motion. 

Player Two is a Bantam level requesting full coverage to play rep hockey. It was agreed upon that this request for aid could be covered only at the house level. Joanne Sloan moved that the request be accepted at house level hockey. Kal Kaila seconded the motion. 

Player Three is a Bantam level player requesting full coverage to play rep hockey. It was again agreed upon that this request for aid could only be covered at the house level. Joe Webber moved to accept the request for aid. Tom Sloan seconded the motion. 

Referee Clinic 

Clinics will be held on September 21st. Ron believes the cost is between $50-$60 and will check into it. 

Registration Numbers

Paula presented registration numbers. Registration is down to some degree, especially in the PeeWee Division

Numbers stand as follows:

Midget – 45 players – 2 teams  

Bantam – 42 players – 3 teams

Peewee – 29 players – 2 teams

Atom – 36 players – 3 teams

Novice – 5 year olds – 10 players

Novice – 6 year olds – 11 players

Novice – 7 year olds – 23 players

Novice – 8 year olds – 17 players. 

 A question was raised as to how many goalies were in each age group. Joe will know more about goalies by the end of  September. 

Further Outstanding Business

Bev – Nothing

Joe – Has been approached by some Whistler members wanting to have their kids play hockey with the Squamish teams as they lack players to form rep teams. Per Ron – Whistler must first ask to have their kids released and it must be done prior to the end of tryouts. There also has to be room. We cannot displace one of our players in order to bring on one of theirs. Whistler must first declare no team and their players must attend all tryouts in order to be fair. 

Kal – Wants to know if he has to put it into writing to have a player  moved from Peewee to Bantam. Per Ron – the player being moved must first be head and shoulders above all other players. A 3 team committee must have observed the player at tryouts and have determined that he excels beyond all other players in his age group. Per Tom – there is also an insurance point of view. It would be unsafe to move a child who is clearly nowhere near the Bantam players in size and weight. Per Ron – Hockey is about fun, the child would have the opportunity to be a superstar if he remained with his own age group. Per Joe – You also have to look at the fact that the Peewee coach would also have objections to losing a strong player when Peewee is already suffering from a lack of registrations this year. 

Tom – Nothing

Joanne – Recently saw a listing of role clarity within another hockey organization and will send a copy of it to Ron SMH may want to look at clarifying roles.

Simon – Is creating a list of policies and procedures and will send them out to everyone.
